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Other Indicators

Post-Secondary Education/Training
Of the 30 2006-2007 senior students, 26, or 86.7%, intend to pursue some form
of further education.

Probable Success
Many colleges and universities require ACT (American College Testing) scores
for students who apply because it is a predictor of a studentÕs likelihood for
achieving success in post-secondary education. A score of 20 or higher on the
ACT suggests that a student will be successful in college. Of the 41 O-A high
school students (grades 9-12) taking the ACT during the 2006-2007 school year,
27, or 65.9%, received a score of 20 or above.

Core Program
O-A School District has established a graduation requirement that includes a
core of 3 years of English or Language Arts, 3 years of Social Science, 2 years of
Science, and 2 years of Mathematics. Of the senior students of 2006-2007,
90.9% completed this core program of studies.

The Iowa Department of Education has established a slightly different core
program that increases the Math and Science requirements to 3 years. Of the
graduates of 2006-2007, 36.7% completed this core program of studies.

Schools in Need of Improvement (SINI)
Odebolt-Arthur School District is not considered a School in Need of Assistance
because O-A does not contain any buildings identified as being in need of
improvement. To be considered in need of improvement, a building within the
district must be identified for two consecutive years in reading or mathematics.

Early Intervention
The 1998-99 280.12/18 Annual Report described the following three early
intervention (K-3) goals for the O-A district:

¥ To keep class sizes at a ratio of 17 to 1.
¥ To have all students enter grade 4 proficient in basic skills of reading and

math.
¥ To identify students who display gaps in reading and math curriculum

indicators and, through early intervention, coordinate educational
opportunities to narrow those gaps.

2006-2007 Report
¥ A Preschool and an Alternative Kindergarten program continue to better

prepare students to enter Kindergarten
¥ Kindergarten had a student teacher/paraeducator ratio of 10 to 1.
¥ 89.5% of the third grade students were proficient in reading
¥ 89.5% of the third grade students were proficient in math
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District-Wide Multiple Assessment Data

O-A has chosen ITBS and ITED to serve as the primary district-wide assessment.
Iowa school districts are required to provide test data from at least one additional
district-wide assessment in reading, mathematics, and science.

Data reported below is as follows:

Using the ÒSuccessMakerÓ (CCC) norm referenced software program for math and
reading, Odebolt-Arthur has assessed 4th graders at the end of their ninth month of
school. Using 4.9 grade equivalency as our average basis expected for all 4th graders,
we can see the following information as presented in the box below.

Using curriculum based benchmarks developed locally, post-test score for 9th grade
science students show us that 72% (21 of 29) of students performed at a proficient
level. The average percent correct was 81%.

Odebolt-Arthur Graduate Survey

Results for the Class of 2006
2006 graduates were surveyed in June of 2007. Only twenty-nine percent (29%)
of the 2006 graduates responded to the survey.

Ninety-two percent (92%) of those returning the survey were attending a post-
secondary school. Regarding their perception of how well Odebolt-Arthur
prepared them for post-secondary training or their current work, the following
responses were given:

Very Well 42%
Reasonably Well 50%
Average 8%
Poorly
